2015-17 Consolidated Plan Amendment
Introduction

This Amendment is to the City of San Mateo’s 2015-17 Consolidated Plan that was originally submitted
to the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) in May 2015.

This amendment is to reflect the change in the City’s budget to reallocate Code Enforcement services
from the CDBG budget. This service will now be provided by general fund dollars and Code Enforcement
staff will provide the same level of service to the community as it does currently. The CDBG funds
formerly allotted for Code Enforcement will now be utilized for street and sidewalk replacement
projects in the CDBG target area. The details are described below.

Revisions of CDBG Budget

The Definition of Substantial Change for the Consolidated Plan in the City's Community Participation
Plan includes one that deletes an objective, program, or project, or changes any of the Priority Needs.
The City's Code Enforcement activities in the CDBG area will be reallocated from the CDBG budget for
2016-2017. This amendment results in the elimination of a program. Over the remaining two years of
the City’s Consolidated Plan, an estimated cumulative $436,500 in funding will now be used to fund
street and sidewalk improvements in the CDBG area.

The following are the revised texts to the 2015-17 Consolidated Plan.

This amendment will remove mention of Code Enforcement from SP-25 Priority Needs Item 3
Neighborhood Stabilization as well as SP-45 Goals Summary Item 7 Code Enforcement.

This amendment will change the budgeted amount in SP-45 Goals Summary Item 4 Street and Sidewalk
Improvements which will increase by $436,500 over the course of the Consolidated Plan.
